In addition to providing pulse oximeter delivery, home 
delivery of food and daily necessities, etc., to home 
healthcare patients, subsidies will be provided to medical 
institutions that purchase delivery monitoring equipment 
to monitor the health status of pregnant women under 
home care.

Covid-19 Vaccination Project (Budget 815.71 million yen) 
To prevent the spread of the Covid-19 infection, the third 
Covid-19 vaccination (Booster shots) program will 
continue to be implemented. 

High-standard emergency vehicle maintenance project 
(Budget 40.07 million yen) 
In order to respond to emergency dispatches related to 
the Covid-19 infection, additional high-standard 
ambulance vehicles equipped with materials and 
equipment that can safely transport patients suspected of 
having an infectious disease in isolation will be introduced. 

City promotion project (Budget 18.7 million yen) 
An e-magazine, printed brochures, and video will be 
produced as part of city promotions for post-Covid-19. 

Cashless Community Support Project (Budget 473.56 
million yen) 
In order to stimulate consumption, which has declined due 
to the pandemic of Covid-19, points (25% redemption rate) 
will be given for a limited time to customers who use 
payment services at designated cashless payment stores
in the city. The introduction of a local 
currency will also be considered. 

School lunch support project for families 
with children (Budget 30.16 million yen) 
The city will cover the increased cost of school lunch 
ingredients, thereby reducing the financial burden 
on households raising children.
