10 tips to protect your life for home fire safety (4 smart habits and 6 measures)

(1) To prevent fires, use gas fan heaters and cooking stoves equipped with safety devices.
(2) Test residential fire alarms regularly for early detection of fires, and replace them at least every 

10 years.
(3) To prevent the spread of fire, keep rooms neat and tidy, and use disaster-resistant bedding,

clothing, and curtains.
(4) Install fire extinguishers and learn how to use them in order to put out fires while they are 

still small. 
(5) Elderly and physically disabled persons should always be prepared with evacuation routes and 

evacuation methods.
(6) Participate in fire and disaster prevention drills and conduct community-wide fire prevention 

measures by collaborating with neighbors.
